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be attentive to the motions that are made because I
want the Secretary’s letter to reflect or relay the
decigion of the Committee.

DR. ANAND: But this is what it really
means. We’re not saying we will take any action.
It says it will place at risk. I was saying this
will place the country at risk. That’s what it’s
saying really.

DR. MAUPIN: But that motion doesn’t--I
think what I‘m hearing is that motion does not
specifically or we were strengthening the motion to
say it places at risk, but there is a way to say 1t
places at risk without insulting the government and
without insulting individuals, and the question
here is that I don’t think we are so--I don’t think
we have any e#idence that says there is something
terribly wrong.

We do have information that says that our
past information said that they were making great
progress.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: And we donft-have any

evidence of anything now.
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DR. MAUPIN: And the problem we have is we
don’t have any evidence of anything right now and
that we really need that evidence so that we’re not
relying on there have been changes that have
occurred, and while we cannot--we’re not able by
ocur responsibility to just rely on what we knew it
was. We must rely on what they provide us, and
what they provided us is insufficient currently for
us to continue to have that same level of
confidence in their comparability.

And my only comment is I’'m not sure we’re
going to be able to sit here and write the right
language. What you said was as close as I’'ve heard
to what I think we are trying to do.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: We could request that Raj
withdraw his motion or vote it down. Then we could
proceed with moving as a motion Bonnie’s
suggestions for a motion.

DR. ANAND: TI’'1ll withdraw my motion.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Okay. Thank you.

DR. MAUPIN: I think the first half of his

motion is correct. I think it is the latter half
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of the motion that needs to be more politically
sensitive. The first half in receiving is correct.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Okay.

DR. MAUPIN: The details of what we would
like to see as a guideline, I think, are correct.
And then the question comes is if we don’t receive
it--

DR. ANAND: What we do.

DR. MAUPIN: --how do you tell them? And
also why we’re asking that information and what
we’ll be deliberating when we get back is I think
the--

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Woﬁld it be, ig it
possible, counselor, to requesgst gtaff who have
listened to our concerns and our problems to craft
a motion, and if you could fax it to us, and we
could respond via fax in the affirmative or
negative, and if the response is unanimous, then I
think that would be what we would go with.
Otherwise, we may have tolhave a conference call.

Or we could stay here. That’s the other

option.
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DR. MAUPIN: Can you read back to us--
DR. ANAND: ©No, but I think we want to
hear what you said it. Would you say it again one

more time? We can draft it--

MS. SANDOVAL: 1It’s on the tape.

MS. LeBOLD: It’s on the tape. T Ehank
what we’re trying to get at is the first part of
the motion that you made plus the language that I
used or the intent of the language that I used.
Basically most of the lahguage I used, I think, is
what you’re saying is your desire. If we combine
those two, we would come up with a complete motion
that the Committee could then vote on.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: That’'s correct.

DR. BRfAN: So moved.

DR. MAUPIN: Second.

[Motion made and seconded.]

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Motion has been made and
seconded to make a combination motion that will be
crafted literally by--

DR. BRYAN: We have the language and we

have the language.
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CHAIRMAN DEAL: We have the language.

DR. ANAND: Right., With the intention——we
have the intentions there.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Okay. If that is
satisfactory to the group, the motion has been made
and seconded. ITE that™s satisfactory, all in favor
say aye.

[Chorus of ayes.]

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Okavy. Thank you.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Serry“indddnitiaskiifon
raised hands, but I forgot. Any other--

DR. MAUPIN: Does that get with what you
will need to carry out our interests?

MS. LeBOLD: Yes. Because I really truly
think it’s important that the Secretary, since the
Secretary--since this is an operational committee
and not an advisory committee, what the Secretary,
in essence, is doing is relaying your decisions to
the country. So it makes sense that we want to

have the motions as accurate as possible and the
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
