One was the receipt

9 of the detailed description of all the information

we requested and the second one was the site review.

And the reason I stated the site review was because

we sort of pitched the first issue, but we had not

finished the second issue. It was sort of hanging

in the cliff. So you can -- my question to you is

we don't have to resolve those issues, both of those

issues before we can make a determination because

they were left hanging from the last meeting.

CHAIRPERSON JACOBSON: Right. I think

I've been now involved in three discussions about

the Philippines and this is the first time that

we've had great clarity on what is going on in the

country with respect to CHED and PAASCU and I think

that the comfort the Committee has with

representatives from the country clarifying those

things has removed I think the concern that
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1 comparability needs to be deferred until we actually

2 have a site visit.

3 I think when we finish the motion and

4 vote on it, we can also then ask the question of

5 whether or not we want to schedule a site visit any

6 time in the next couple of years.

7 MS. LeBOLD: I might add that we've

8 already made tentative arrangements to have RaYmond

9 travel to the Philippines in August or September to

observe the site visit. So unless something happens

that would change that, I think that is already

tentatively scheduled for us.

CHAIRPERSON JACOBSON: And I think it

would be great to carryon with that site visit.

DR. CARON: My question was really for

my own edification. I wanted to make sure that if

we had made decisions before do we have to address

each one of them before we can move forward. That's

all.

CHAIRPERSON JACOBSON: Okay.
