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time for a complete evaluation. This wés something
we discussed last night. This is why I bring it
up .

DR. ANAND: But so far no school has
submitted any self-study report?

DR. HUYKE: Five years are not over. This
is done every five years. The five years will be
over in 2003. He is advancing some so he can deal

with the number of schools within a reasonable
time.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: The members of this
committee from over the last year or 18 months have
been on site visits in other countries, and we
would like to do that in the Dominican Republic,
one of your next medical school site visits, if
that’s permissible.

DR. HUYKE: We have already spoken to Mr.
Baker, and we had expressed our desire to invite
you over, and it would be our pleasure.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Thank you.

DR. HUYKE: We will make the arrangements

when we have the first self-evaluation from a
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medical school togethexr, and we’ll call you and
we’ll make the arrangements, so anyone who wishes
to come will do so. We’ll be very proud to receive
you.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Thank you.

MS. SANDOVAL: As a member who previously
attended one of those site visits, you know, it was
just so extremely helpful, and we do appreciate the
graciousness that the government and the department
put forward to assist us.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Are there any other
comments or questions? Yes, Bonnie?

MS. LeBOLD: Emilio, we have quite a few
individuals from institutions, from universities.
Do they wish to express anything on the record, or
were they simply here to answer any questions? I
just want to make sure that they have the
opportunity to say something if they wish to do so.

DR. HUYKE: Let me explain what the reason
of their presence is. Five years ago we made a
complete reform through presidential decree. At

that time it was done with the--in consgultation and
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with the participation of the universities. There
has been a change in government.

It was their initiative, that they wanted
to be present and say, "We are here to provide
continuity to what has been presented to you."
Their presence here is meant for that purpose. If
you wish to make any--if you want to ask any
questions to them, they are here to answer anything
you want.

But their true purpose Qﬁ'their visit is
to demonstrate we are very strongly committed to
this process of improving all our education,
particularly medical education. And when the
members of the committee go back with us to visit
the schools, I assure you, you will be pleasantly
surprised with the changes you will see.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Thank you. Any other
comments .or questions?.

[No resgsponse.]

CHAIRMAN DEAL: If not, a motion is in

order.

MS. SANDOVAL: I would like to accept the
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report presented by the Dominican Republic. And I
had a questioﬁ regarding the motion. Can I back up
a moment?

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Sure.

MS. SANDOVAL: Okay. In that motion, do
we need to include the request for the site visit?
Does that need to be a part of the motion?

DR. HUYKE: Let that be our invitation.

MS. LeBOLD: We can acknowledge the
invitation on the record if you’d like to do so,
but it doesn’t have to be part of the afficial
motion.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: It’s in the record
already.

MS. SANDOVAL: Okay, so I would just like
to accept the report as presented by the Dominican
Republic and the CONESCT organizatiqn.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: And the annual report?

MS. SANDOVAL: And the annual report for
the September 2002 meeting.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Yes. A motion has been

made. Second?
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DR. ANAND: Second.

DR. MALDONADO: Second.
CHAIRMAN DEAL: Digcussion?
[No response.]

CHATRMAN DEAL: All in favor, raise your

right hand.

[A show of hands.]

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Thank you very much. All
likewise.

[No response.]

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Thank you very much.
DR. HUYKE: Before we leave, and we thank

would it be possible that we continue to

meet during this month and not February? February
is a very difficult month for us, winter. This is

a beautiful time to come, if it’s possible.

[Laughter.]

MS. LeBOLD: Well, we have you on an

annual cycle now in September, so--

DR. HUYKE: Keep us in September.

DR. ANAND: You won’t appreciate September

if you’ve not seen February.
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DR. HUYKE: Believe you me, after past
experiences of spending two visits, extra days
because of snowbound airports, we appreciate it for
the rest of our 1life.

[Laughter.]

DR. HUYKE: Thank you very much. Have a
