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that they saw this as a window, an opportunity for

the Council to begin what is legally the mandate of

the Council but has never been done, and that is

periodic reexamination of all institutions of

higher learning in Israel, all of which have been

accredited initially by the Council but none of

which have ever been reexamined, because that's
..

just not culturally the thing to do.

This is now going to become a reality, and

so the Council sees itself as having followed

through from its point of view, taken maximal

advantage of the process of reevaluating medical

institutions of higher learning. And I think that

that's a very important step and a very positive

effect that this process has had.

My very last point I don't think actually

reached you, but there was a great semantic quibble

with the staff analysis which had to do with the

use of the word "reaccreditation" rather than

"reevaluation." Bonnie, did you actually--

MS. LeBOLD: No, I did not.

DR. MARGOLIS: And I think that I'm glad
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that it didn't reach you, because I don't think

it's of any importance. But it is of local

importance, and I think that it stems from the

notion that on the one hand legally it is a

reevaluation process rather than an accreditation

process, but the real motivation is that things are

going so well, they don't want anything to rock the

boat. And i£ they start broadcasting that this

could lead to reaccreditation, which legally it

could, or to a lack of accreditation--so that was

argued about very loudly, but is not for the

record.

So those are all of my comments.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Thank you. It's nice to

have you back.

Any questions at all?

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Any questions, comments

from the audience?

EXECUTIVE SESSION - ISRAEL

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Any discussion or

questions for Dr. Margolis, or comments from

members of the committee regarding Israel? Oh,

Nancy, sorry.

DR. GARY: I just am curious, and I'm

getting into the semantic issue, if schools are

reevaluated periodically, is there a body with the

authority to either put a school on probation or to

relieve it of its operating--what we call

accreditation?

DR. MARGOLIS: Yes. The body that is

doing it is legally mandated to do that, if it

becomes necessary.

DR. GARY: Okay, and that's the Council

for Higher--

DR. MARGOLIS: The Council on Higher

Education, yes. They can do that for any

institution of higher education in Israel. The

operating budgets, unlike the U.S., of all the main

institutions of higher education in Israel, are 75

percent government-funded, usually, so they can
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certainly do that. And there's a lot of control

exerted through the budget, but not through an

accreditation process yet.

DR. GARY: But it's a good way to control.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: John?

DR. MAUPIN: just having been on thisNo,

committee now for a little while, and just to

appreciate the communication issues that come up,

and I do appreciate an understanding that I am

being evaluated for my already existing

accreditation and that I am not subject to that my

accreditation has just ended on this date and you

are now taking into consideration whether I should

get a new waive of accreditation.

And I also want to just comment, and I

think that I have been impressed and pleased by the

actions of Israel and by the Committee on Medical

Education, the Council on Higher Education, in its

attempt to look at and tweak all the issues of

comparability. I have been pleased by what I have

seen, and I have been pleased by not only what I

have seen today with others but also with Israel.
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And so with that I would move that the

NCFMEA accept the annual report submitted by

Israel, request that the Council on Higher

Education submit another annual report on its

accreditation activities by July 1, 2002, for

review at the September 2002 meeting of the NCFMEA.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Should we substitute

"reevaluation" for "accreditation" in this motion?

DR. MARGOLIS: That would be helpful.

DR. MAUPIN: That would be helpful? Okay.

Reading the document, and after having made all

those, I would accept that substitute.

DR. MARGOLIS: ,Thank you.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Is there a second?

DR. ANAND: Second.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Discussion?

[No re spans e . ]

CHAIRMAN DEAL: All in favor, raise your

right hand, please.

[A show of hands.]

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Thank you. Unanimous.

Thank you very much. Have a nice trip.
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DR. MARGOLIS: Thank you.

MS. LeBOLD: Carmi, can I ask just one

question before you leave?

DR. MARGOLIS: Sure.

MS. LeBOLD: The new system that the

Council is working on as far as procedures and so

forth, are they far enough along that that can be

part of this report that will come in next year? I

mean, what's the time line? I guess--

DR. MARGOLIS: I would have to speak to

Naama Shaked, who has done the most amazing job on

the staff side, in order to give you an accurate

answer, but I can do that as soon as I get back. I

do not think that there is an intention to change

current procedures for medical schools as a result

of that effort. The other way around, I think

would be true, that the procedures adopted for

schools of engineering or for schools of humanities

will take off, at least in some measure, from the

work that has been done with medical schools. But

I will get a more accurate answer.
