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typical for different, other universities studies.

It means the universities, generally
speaking, they have also university accreditation
committee. Polytechnical schools independent of
the State, political schools, polytechnical schools
also. Artistic schools, also, and others. That is
the situation in Poland.

Why this situation is as it is? Because
all these commissions were established much more
before the time of establishing the State
Committee. Therefore, it is now a situation that
up to some extent these accreditation committees
for different studiea; different studies, they have
better, let's say, better atmosphere of the work
than the others. However, it 1s typical not only
for medicine, just for the clarification.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Thank you. Does that
conclude your questions, Dr. Caron?

DR. CARON: Yesg, S1r

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: br . Hallock.

DR. HALLOCK: The ultimate accreditation

decision is made by the SAC; is that correct?
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DR. DANIELEWICZ: Each of the commissions
are setting their own accreditation, accreditation
decision, which one is mainly for directors, the
commission which Professor Gembicki is leading, and
we, the results of the work of this commission, we
are providing here to this Committee as a quality
assessment of our medical training.

But otherwise, the SAC Commission is also
giving their certificate of accreditation, which
are being registered by the Minister of Higher
Education and Science.

DR. HALLOQOCK: Is there confusion for the
schools as to which set of standards they should
follow or are the standards the same? I thought I
understood it, but now that we've had the
discussion, I'm more confused. I think from the
perspective of the medical schools, it's critically
important to know that if ACPUMS makes the
decision, it won't be overturned by SAC, or has
that been resolved? I guess that's my
misunderstanding.

DR. DANIELEWICZ: I think that basically
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the standards are very similar, and the issues
which are being assessed during this process
obviously they are same, the technicalpossibilities
of the university, the teaching staff, the
programs, the facilities which are being used by
the medical school. So the things are being
assessed, the same things really.

But as soon as now there are no common,
let's say, assessment, common visits, but in the
matter of fact, there were no results of these two
accreditation processes which were different for
particular medical university. So the results are
very close basically of the assessment of these two
bodies.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Dr. Hallock, any other
questions? Any other questions from members of the
Committee? Dr. Crane.

DR. CRANE: I have one guestion. It's a
point of information. The state licensing exam, is
that given only in Polish?

DR. DANIELEWICZ: For time being it's

being given only in Polish, but there is the new,
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the amendments to the law currently in the
Parliament which will provide us with possibility
to arrange this exam also in other languages where
the medicine is being taught in Polish which mainly
is English.

So as soon as this law is in force, which
can be delayed unfortunately because we have early
elections now in October, as soon as this will
happen, the state exam would be also arranged in
English.

DR. CRANE: Thank vyou.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Any other questions
from members of the Committee? Is there a motion,
DY.. Caron?

DR. CARON: Yesy SiF; I move that the
NCFMEA accept the report submitted by Poland and
request that it submit a report on its
accreditation activities for review at the
September 2009 meeting of the NCFMEA at which time
a redetermination of comparability will be
considered by the NCFMEA.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Is there a second?
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DR. HALLOCK: Before I second it--

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Discussion?

DR. HALLOCK: T Vi, SoEnys Would we want a
reapplication for redetermination rather than a
report? In other words, their comparability runs
out in 2009. I mean we can accept the report, but
I think they need a reapplication for
redetermination, if I understand our procedures
gorrectly.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: You @Ere correeh. And
that consideration, Dr. Caron?

DR. CARON: Yes. That's fine.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: You'd modify vyour
motion then?

DR. CARON: I would accept the report just
like I had done with a reapplication for
comparability to be considered at the September
2009 meeting of the NCFMEA.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Is there a second?

BR.: ‘HALLOCK: I"1ll second that motiocn.

[Motion made and seconded.]

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Is there further
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discussion on the motion? Everybody understand the
motion?

All in favor, please say aye.

[Chorus of ayes.]

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Those opposed?

[No response.]

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Are there abstentions?

[No response.]

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Well, thank you all
very much for coming and participating in the
discussion, and we would ask that you keep these
actions confidential until the country is
officially notified by the Secretary of Education.
Thank you.
