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Committee of Medical Education?

DR. FREDERIKS: Yes. This is the wvisiting
committee that has visited the programs in medicine
at that time.

MR. La PORTE: So the Audit Committee 1is
also known as the Visiting Committee, and they're
from NVAOQO-?

DR. FREDERIKS: Well, no. Because we
have had the accreditation system since 2003 and
the accreditation decisions now are also referring
to the previous wvisits. This was actually the body
of the association of universities that installed
the assessment committees.

MR. La PORTE: QANU?

DR. FREDERIKS: Yes, that's fine and
that's the report that you have now.

MR. La PORTE: Righty wokay. .

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Are there other general
questions? Then we'll excuse our guests before we
go iﬁto executive session.

[Executive session begins:]

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: By, Crane.
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DR. CRANE: Thank you. Good afternoon,
Dr. Frederiks. A gquestion. You did submit a
narrative summary, and that summary was going to
respond to the guidelines to see if they were
comparable. How long would it take you to make
that response from a narrative to a documented
form?

DR. FREDERIKS: Are you referring to
guidelines or what is it?

DR. CRANE: No, I'm referring to the
guidelines, the letter that you received in May of
2009 I think it dgx

DR. FREDERIKS: Well, I think there are
guite some documents that were asked for, but at
the same time, I think that most of the guidelines
that were revised were not changed that much from
the previous. ILs bhat correct? I think that we
have--since we had a response to the 2000--was it
2004 guideline--well, at that stage I've seen the
responses then.

We have to communicatewith the Ministry

and provide all these documents. Maybe some have
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to be translated so it might take a few months I
think.
DR. CRANE: The report could be available

by the spring of 20087

DR. FREDERIKS: Yes.

DR. CRANE: Okavy. Thank you.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Other gquestions? Mr.
Iia: Porbe?

MR. La PORTE: No.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Any other guestions
from the Committee? Dr. Crane, 1s there a motion
for consideration?

DR. CRANE: Yes. I would like to ask that
while we wait for that report, is it possible to
determine comparability then or does a decision on
that have to be deferred until that information is
received?

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: I think it depends on
how sericusly you think this information impacts on
your decision for determination of accreditability.

DR. CRANE: Okay.
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CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: If you consider it to
be germane of your fiducisry responsibility te et
that information, I would think that you could make
a decision for comparability today. But if you're
insecure about that, then it ccoculd. also wait, :and
it doesn't jeopardize their current status of
accreditation pending receipt of that information.

DR. CRANE: I don't have any doubt that
they have, that nothing has changed, and that they
are comparable, and that it would be a routine
submission. I would like to propose a motion to
determine comparability then.

And I will read that. I would move that
the NCFMEA, based on the most recent information
and materials received from the Netherlands,
reaffirm its prior determination that the standards
and processes used by the NVAO to accredit medical
schools in the Netherlands are comparable to those
used to accredit medical schools in the United
States.

In addition, the NCFMEA reguests that the

Netherlands submit a report on its accreditation
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activities for review at the spring of 2008 meeting
of the NCFMEA.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Is there a second, Mr.
La Porte?

MR. La PORTE: I second that.

[Motion made and seconded.]

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Is there discussion on
the motion? All those in favor please say aye.

[Chorus of ayes.]

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Those opposed?

[No response.]

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: .Any abstentions?

[No response. ]

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Thank you very much for
coming, and before you depart, may I ask has there
been a change in leadership in the accreditation
activities that has impaired or delayed our
respective communications?

DR. FREDERIKS: No. I think the
communication was aimed at the Ministry of
Education, and I think there has been a change

over, and they were not really aware that there was
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some specific documents that were still needed.
So, but we're sorry for that, for that delay in the
SUbMIs ST on.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Sc there should not be
any anticipated problems in the communication then
in the future?

DR. FREDERIKS: No, no.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: Okavy. Well, thank vyou
again for coming.

DR.: FREDERIKS: Thank you.

CHAIRMAN DOCKERY: We'd ask also that you
