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accreditation procedure of the teaching of medicine

in our schools, let's say four or five years ago.

At the moment we are well situated in the academic

society. We are recognized as a group and people

doing good work, helping to improve the teaching of

medicine and discussing the problems which should

be changed, or let's say improved, in some schools.

So that is quite important, because we

just constructed something what was completely not

existing in the Polish university schools. In

fact, we started as the commission specialized in

medicine as the first in Poland. Now we have five

other accreditation committees for universities and

technical universities. .

It was mentioned in the report that in

Poland is some procedure to change a bit the

legislation, changing the situation of

accreditation committee, but we are sure that it

really doesn't affect our work, and still the group

of specialis~s already trained in the evaluation

and accreditation of the Polish schools, they will

be still existing as the expert, as the member in
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the eventual new board which probably will be

established. So our work will be not affected,

contrary should be continued, because we consider

this is some kind of perpetual model, because it

will be going on, going on and going on.

'The only one point which was mentioned in

the report is that we should start to evaluate our

schools already evaluated before. We agree with

this point, but my answer in my report was that we

have too short time to do that.

We finished the first evaluation two years

ago of the first school, two and a half years, but

now is the time to remind them that in the report

we finally gave to the school, to directors, they

are several points satisfying us because of the

activity of the school. But those are at least

twice as much on the things that should be

corrected, repeated, and changed. So now we will

try to remind them that the report is not only

consisting of good part but also critical part, and

we ask them what they did to follow our suggestion

of improvement and regulations.
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That's all what I can say.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Thank you very much.

- We have two readers for this country. Dr.

Gary, do you have any comments to make?

DR. GARY: I would just say that I went

through the agenda for the visits to the schools

that were included in the final report, and I

thought that they were very comprehensive and took

into consideration opinions of students, faculty,

as well as administrators. And I thought it was

very helpful to have those, and I was impressed

with the thoroughness of the site visit.

DR. GEMBICKI: Many thanks for this

comment, but I say that we got our knowledge and

experience where it was trained, in United States.

[Laughter.]

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Raj, do you have any

comments?

DR. ANAND: No, I just have one question.

Of the schools that you have -accredited, two

schools have not been accredited yet?

DR. GEMBICKI: We have 12 medical
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university schools in Poland. Two of them, well,

in fact three of them, but the third one probably

will not be considered because it was a military

school, and without connection, without let's say

participation in NATO, that school will have

probably not too much sense to exist. So we

omitted the military school.
.

But the other two didn't send a report as

yet, and we are waiting for them. But we still

have a full hand of work that say, and at the

moment we are just working on the schools who

already send the reports. There is a school in

Bydgoszcz part of Poland, and Posnan, my maternal

school, and of course I am not taking part in that,

and then we will have two schools more.

That will be the first run. Our principal

approach was to use the same criteria, the same

standard, the same regulation to all schools during

the first run, because this is something new what

we introduced. After that, we start to work even

now slowly on revision of our, let's say

regulation, even regulation of the dimension of
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them, adapting them to the new---to our experience

and our observation. But first run will be done on

the same principal, on the same teams, on the same

regulations. We hope it is more justified and it

is more honest.

CHAIRMAN DEAL: Any other questions from

members of the committee?
